In the 60-plus years since her
disappearance, there have been
literally hundreds of researchers frying,
without a great deal of success, fo find
the answer as to exactly what
happened to Amelia Earhart.

Strangely, researchers work with
substantially the same evidence, but
come to very different conclusions.
However, researchers can not deny that
there was one person who had current,
direct evidence, that other researchers
never had. He knew what happened to
Amelia Earhart and had the key to
unlock the answer to her mysterious
disappearance.
